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Species diversity of soil bacterial communities: time variability


The bacterial species diversity was followed in the mineral and organic fertilised arable soil during five months. Samples were collected every month in the period of March to July 1997. DNA was extracted by direct extraction and sheared by sonication. The DNA fragment size  was 600-800bp. Bacterial diversity was measured by reassociation of denatured DNA.
