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Summary


	The effect of cadmium and arsenic on the chemical compound of early potatoes tubers was investigated in pot trial. Every increase of Cd and As amount in the soil increased Cd and As amount in the tubers. There was only one exeption. There was no increase of As concentration in tubers when the range of 30 - 60 mg.kg-1 has been apllied to the pots soil. Increased doses (more than 60 mg.kg-1) of arsenic increased As content in the tubers again. Increased amount of cadmium and arsenic did not significantly influence  N, P, K, Ca, Mg, Cu, Fe, Mn, Zn content in the tubers.
