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Summary  


Changes of the freezing point of milk were determined in 4795 samples of raw milk from farm supplying a dairy Velké Meziříčí during 1996 and 1997. 


Samples of raw cow milk were monitored for milk fat, solids- not-fat, lactose, protein, chloride and urea over 12 month period. 


Changes of the freezing point were significant during the year. The months with the worse freezing point results correspondent to the months with the lowest solids-not-fat results. During the late winter and early spring months milk samples had the better freezing point than during the summer months. In summer  months was recorded  worse the freezing point results (in 1996 Juny, August, September and in 1997 Juny, July, August, September and October).
